NorthStar – Leader in Training Program Information

Who? The NorthStar Leader in Training program is designed for students who are rising 9th – 11th grades (experienced rising 11th graders may also be considered for a Junior Counselor staff position).  Priority is given to students who have participated as campers in previous years in Camp NorthStar.  New students may also apply.

What?  Students in the Leadership in Training program will:
· Spend 40% to 50% of their time each week as assistants to Camp Counselors for the Camp NorthStar program.  In support of this time they will also receive job skills training from the LIT Program Coordinator.  
· Participate in an entrepreneurship program in which they will receive training in business skills and actively participate on teams developing small businesses.  The students, through their small business, will have opportunities to make money for themselves during the summer.  
· Enjoy swimming and other recreational activities as well as other educational opportunities.  

· Be encouraged to participate in group bible studies at least twice per week.
When:  June 7 through July 15 (with Alabama Adventure trip on July 16).

Where:  The program will take place at Birmingham-Southern College and at the NorthStar office with possible work sites throughout the surrounding community.
Cost?  There is a $10 application fee.  Upon acceptance into the program, the cost for the program will be a flat rate of $25 per week.  Full payment for all six weeks of the program is required in advance.  Scholarships based on family income are available only for families who also have younger children in the Camp NorthStar program.  The Alabama Adventure trip is an extra cost which these students would hopefully earn through their small business activities.  
Bible Camp Option


A separate Bible Camp program is offered each day from 3:30 until 5:00.  If you would prefer for your child not to be in Bible Camp please notify us of that.  If your child is not staying for Bible Camp then we request that you arrange pick-up for 3:30.  Otherwise, pick-up is at 5:00.

Cost for Camp 


The cost for Camp NorthStar Leader in Training program is $25 per week.  Parents with younger campers may request scholarship.  If requesting scholarship, you must complete a separate scholarship form and include appropriate proof of income in order for us to be able to determine your payment amount.  Please note that all fees are due before Camp starts according to the schedule below.  Parents are strongly encouraged to apply early, find out what fee you will owe, and begin paying on it.





Fee Schedule


Application fee (due with this form).    $10.00 for first child, $5.00 for second child, $0.00 for additional children.  These figures include both campers and leaders in training from the same immediate family.


Payment for the 1st two weeks is due April 6.


Payment for weeks 3 & 4 is due May 4.


Payment for weeks 5& 6 is due June 1.
